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Thank you for being willing to help me with my genealogical investigations. Please be assured that your help will be greatly appreciated. On this information sheet, I will explain the ‘Person Sheet’ and give some hints about how to fill it in. A completely filled in person sheet (my own) is attached as an example.

General Hints

When writing dates, please use the three-letter abbreviation for the month: a date 6-7-1996 can be either July 6th or June 7th, depending on the person who writes the date. Also, it is a good habit in genealogy to write the complete year (four digits, so ‘1996’ and not ‘96’).

All the Nr. fields can be used to refer to people by number instead of by name. Either the person’s ID number from my main database can be used, or the Person Sheets can be numbered and these number can be used.

Information About the Fields
The form starts with information about the name of the person. The Name contains the name of the person as he or she is generally known. The Full name contains the official name (if that is different from the regular name). The Nr. and Page fields do not have to be filled in. The Embargo field will be described below.

The Birth date and Birth place fields give the date and place of birth of the person. The Baptism date and Baptism place fields are most important when no actual birth records are available. The Religion field refers to the religion at baptism.

The Death date and Death place fields give the date and place of death of the person. The Burial date and Burial place fields can be filled in if known. If the person is cremated, please check the Cremated box and fill in the appropriate date and place in the Burial fields. Note: please check the Buried box only if you know for certain that the person has been buried and was not cremated.

The Father and Mother fields contain the names of the father and mother. The Nr. field does not have to be filled in.

The Marriage date and Marriage place describe the (last) marriage of the person. The marriage can be either a Church marriage or a Civil marriage; if neither applies, please fill in the Other field (more information can be put in the Remarks). The name of the spouse can be given in the Spouse field; a divorce can be recorded in the Divorce date and Divorce place fields. If there has been more than one marriage, the other marriages can be described in the Remarks.

The Address field can be used to record the current address of the person. There is also room to record the Telephone number and the Email address. Additional (previous) addresses can be listed among the Remarks; they might make it easier for future genealogist to research the person and his or her life. The Education field can list a school or university education; if this education resulted in a Title this can also be recorded. The current or last Profession can be listed.

The Remarks section is open for any additional information about the person. At least it should list any children with their birth dates and full names (children can get their own Person Sheet if more information is known about them). Any additional information, however unimportant it may seem, will also be welcome. Even items like previous addresses, (previous) employers and so on, if possible with the dates, can be of help to future genealogical research.

Additional Documentation
Any additional documentation of a person would be very welcome. This includes (photocopies of) any official documents like birth, marriage or death certificates, passports etc. But also photographs, newspaper clippings, high school yearbooks etc. would be welcome. Documents that can be traced back to their source (like newspaper clippings that bear the name of the newspaper and the date of publication) are the most useful for genealogical research. For official documents, the agency where the document was obtained and (if applicable) the document number will be helpful.

Adding An Embargo
You might want me to treat some or all of the data you fill in on this form confidentially. This can be achieved by filling in the Embargo field. Optionally, you can specify a year when the ‘embargo’ ends (for instance, 2010 means the information will be treated confidentially until the year 2010) or a time after some event (for instance, ’10 years after the death of …’).

As long as the information is under ‘embargo’, it will NOT be entered into the database and it will NOT be shared with other genealogists. However, if I get the same information from another source without any embargo (e.g. from public records), I will generally feel free to use that source.

Note About Privacy Concerns
I will not use any information I get about living or dead people other than for genealogical publications. However, I will not be able to control the use of this information after it has been published. Also, I will allow anyone insight into my sources (for the purpose of genealogical research) upon request. This includes correspondence and any documents I may receive. If you object to this for any reason, please let me know so. I feel very strongly about respecting people’s privacy. The Embargo field described above is meant as a convenient way for anyone who provides information to restrict the distribution of sensitive information; it should not be considered to limit any options in protecting this information.
